*Please include first, middle and last names for students
*Festival site is Duluth
*Leave ID# blank
*Junior Club name is DMTA

*Leave Federation Cup Participant blank
*If student is returning, enter prior points

*Remember to sign the bottom.
Also new this year is a separate Theory testing application, which is also attached.  This form is to be filled out for every student taking a Theory test.
** This is a change from previously stated - Applications are now due Friday, December 7th, the same day as the meeting for application checking at my house – 9:30 a.m – 1515 Morningside Ave.  If you are unable to attend that meeting,  your applications must be mailed or dropped off so they arrive at my home by 9:00 a.m. the morning of December 7th. Please have your applications prepared in alphabetical order by last name and separated by event.  Make certain your teacher number is on each application. 

Leave the line for entrant/student number blank. 

If you had students on your junior members list that are not participating in Festival, please write their names on a separate note so we know all students are accounted for. Thank you.
Scheduling Forms/Fees
Scheduling forms (attached) and fees are due Friday, January 11th, which is a DMTA meeting day.  Fees are $23 for a 1st event (plus the $2 junior dues already paid totals $25 for parents), $15 for additional events, $10 fee for Theory testing.  Students should write their checks to their teachers and teachers write one check to DMTA for all your student fees.
Music selection reminders – Important!
*A student must progress to a level higher if a Superior was earned in 2018.
*Original scores must be supplied for the examiner.

*Memorization is a requirement in solo events.

*No arrangements or transcriptions can be used as choice compositions in the piano solo       event.  Standard editions only.  If you have questions about whether or not a piece is acceptable, please contact me.  If I don't know, I'll check with our State Chair.
*Keep in mind that your student's pieces should be equal in difficulty.

*Double-check the number of measures required in the choice selections!
*Please make sure each student has their own music for the judge.  (Exception – siblings can use the same book, if necessary.  Note that on their scheduling forms so we don’t schedule them too closely together). 
Scheduling
Before you submit your scheduling forms in January, please ask your students and parents to check their calendars and note on their scheduling forms any conflicts they may have Festival weekend.  Once the schedule is complete it is very difficult to make changes, so please ask questions before filling out the scheduling forms.  

Piano Teachers – Judging will be held at St. Scholastica on Saturday from 9:00 a.m. – 
approximately 4:00 p.m. and Sunday afternoon beginning at 12:30 p.m. 


Voice Teachers – Judging will be held at Hope United Methodist Church on Saturday 
beginning at 9:00 a.m. 
On Festival weekend, if you have a student that has a last minute emergency or becomes ill and misses their judging time slot, please let me know.
